Analytical Writing Assessment Proficiency Levels 

 

A few weeks ago the last several years of proficiency levels of the AWA were displayed in the 
Gator Tales.  It was only the percent mastery which shows the percentage of students at 
grades three and five that mastered the test, or as we say, above the cut score.  This week 
will show the students at each proficiency level which tells a different story.  At Abbott, like 
most schools, we donΩt just celebrate the high number of students that pass, but also the 
number of students at the highest proficiency level, which in Millard is called beyond profi-
cient.  The chart shows Abbott compared to the district.  As an example, we had no students 
who did not pass in third grade compared to an average of seven percent in the district.  
Twenty-two percent were beyond proficient at Abbott in third grade compared to 12 % dis-
trict average.
